Quebec Vineyard Wins Again.

The excellent quality of Chapelle Ste Agnès ice wines has again been internationally recognised, this time at The Decanter World Wine Awards 2009, with a Bronze Award to their Cuvee Marjorique 2005.

The Cuvee Majorique ice wine is an enticing blend of 4 grape varieties; Vidal, Gewurztraminer, Riesling and Geisenheim.

Chapelle Ste Agnès vineyard was established in 1997 by Henrietta Antony, a Montreal antiques dealer. The vineyard is named after a stone chapel built several years earlier on the same site and also includes medieval cellars, a banquet hall and 18 terraces with over 7000 vines that look out over 2 lakes (one heart shaped) and the picturesque rolling hills near Sutton.

Chapelle Ste Agnès is an organically managed vineyard that specializes in ice wines and also produces a unique port-like Vin Doux Naturel and a white table wine.

“It is thanks to our wine maker, Christian Barthomeuf, our vineyard team’s attention to detail, the unique terroir of the vineyard matched with Quebec’s weather, that we are able to create these delicious, high quality and pleasing wines.” Henrietta Antony.

Henrietta Antony said “This current Decanter award is great news for Chapelle Ste Agnès and the Quebec ice wine industry. Each time now we have entered the most prestigious, industry-recognised and credible wine competitions worldwide, we have come away with awards.” 

Chapelle Ste Agnès won Best in Class, and other awards, at the London IWSC in 2006 for its 2002 Gewurztraminer ice wine. Chapelle Ste Agnès wines are exclusively available at the vineyard or the Marche des Saveurs, Marche Jean-Talon, Montreal.
