meet the woods, stands a small stone
chapel. It’s dedicated to St. Agnes of
Bohemia, a 13th-century saint. Antony
filled it with religious artifacts she’s
collected over the years, from early
Quebec woodcarvings to European
relics from the 12th or 13th centuries
on up. “I had all this stuff. It needed a
home.”

She also arranged to bring a stone-

mason from France to build the chapel
and its vault because no craftsman in
Quebec had the knowledge. He also
built the many and varied vaults of the
chiteau, which lies across the lawn
next to the vine terraces.

“A vineyard like this deserves a
chiateau,” Antony says, as if justifying
the massive stone structure.

The chiteau, begun in 2000, houses
the cellars, pressing
halls, aging chambers,
tasting room, mechan-
ical room and more.
The details are breath-
taking: frescoes by lo-
cal artists, exquisite
wrought-iron  door
pulls, antique glassware
and furniture. Most of
this is underground,
bottoming out at 13 me-
tres below the surface,
a feat that could only
be accomplished after
ridding the ground of a
massive rock that re-
