There’s not much
to see above ground right now. Antony
lost money on the stock market a few
years ago and that stalled progress.
She says she’d be heartbroken if she
doesn’t finish the chiteau, but after
her bout with cancer in 2003, she says
she’s trying to accept that what will
be will be.

Somehow, for a woman who arrived
in Canada as a penniless teenage
